We have had a great start to the 2015-16 school year. We had approximately 80% of our parents attending the First Day

HEALTH OFFICE UPDATES from Nurse Dewbray...

Parents of Kindergarten Students must obtain a physical exam, a vision exam, and a dental exam for your child. If the
physical exam is not turned in to the school by Oct. 15, your child will be excluded from school until the examination is
submitted. Be sure to bring all of your child’s vaccination records to your doctor when you go for the physical exam.
Parents of students in all grades that are coming from another state or country must obtain a physical exam and a
vision exam. Please pick up the forms in the school office if you do not already have them. These must be turned in to the
school before Oct. 15" or your child will be unable to attend school.

Parents of 2" graders, please obtain a dental exam if you have not done so already. Exam dates between Nov. 15, 2014
and May 15, 2016 are acceptable.

MEDICATIONS: Parents, please remember to bring the necessary medications for your child to the health office. The
school does not have emergency medications, such as asthma inhalers, Benadryl for allergies, or Epipens for severe life
threatening allergic reactions. We will call 911 and the child will be transported to the hospital. This is costly for the
parent and very frightening for your child. If your child already has a plan in place at school, please check with the
health office to be sure it is up to date and bring the emergency medication(s) to school as soon as possible. IF YOUR
CHILD HAS A SEVERE ALLERGY AND OR ASTHMA, PLEASE CONTACT THE SCHOOL NURSE. YOU MAY NEED TO
BRING MEDICATION TO BE KEPT AT SCHOOL IN CASE OF AN ASTHMA ATTACK OR ALLERGIC REACTION.

EYEGLASSES: If your child wears glasses, please be sure they are wearing them or have them in their backpack before
leaving for school. If you need assistance obtaining eyeglasses for your child, please contact the health office.

FOOTWEAR: Please avoid sending your child to school with open-back sandals or flip-flops. These are unsafe for running
and many of the other activities the children do on the playground.
